Paul-Edward finds himself caught between the two worlds of his parents as he pursues his dream of owning land in the
aftermath of the Civil War. Prequel to Roll of Thunder, Hear My Cry.

Taylor, Theodore Timothy of the Cay Historical Fiction/Adventure

Having survived being blinded and shipwrecked on a tiny Caribbean island with the old black man Timothy, twelve-year-old
white Phillip is rescued and hopes to regain his sight with an operation. Alternate chapters follow the life of Timothy from his
days as a young cabin boy. The sequel to The Cay.

Tolan, Stephanie Surviving the Applewhites Realistic Fiction/Newbery

Woodson, Jacqueline Hush Realistic Fiction

Twelve-year-old Toswiah finds her life changed when her family enters the witness protection program.

Wulffson, Don L. Soldier X Historical Fiction/Adventure

In 1943 sixteen-year-old Erik experiences the horrors of war when he is drafted into the German army and sent to fight on the
Russian front.

Yolen, Jane The Devil's Arithmetic Science Fiction/Time Travel
