Magorian, Michelle Good Night, Mr. Tom  Historical Fiction 
A battered child learns to embrace life when he is adopted by an old man in the English countryside during World War II. 
Martin, Ann M. A Corner of the Universe  Newbery/Historical Fiction 
The summer that Hattie turns twelve, she meets the childlike uncle she never knew and becomes friends with a 
girl who works at the carnival that comes to Hattie's small town.  
Martin, Ann M. Here Today  Historical Fiction 
After her mother abandons the family, eleven-year-old Ellie Dingman takes charge of her younger siblings, while also  
dealing with her outcast status in school and frightening acts of prejudice toward the "misfits" that live on her street. 
McDonald, Joyce Swallowing Stones  Realistic Fiction 
Dual perspectives reveal the aftermath of seventeen-year-old Michael MacKenzie's birthday celebration during 
which he discharges an antique Winchester rifle and unknowingly kills the father of classmate Jenna Ward. 
McKinley, Robin The Blue Sword  Fantasy 
Harry, bored with her sheltered life in the remote orange-growing colony of Daria, discovers magic in herself when 
she is kidnapped by a native king with mysterious powers.  The Hero and the Crown is the “prequel." 
Mikaelsen, Ben Petey  Realistic Fiction 
In 1922 Petey, who has cerebral palsy, is misdiagnosed and institutionalized; sixty years later, still in the 
institution, he befriends a boy and shares with him the joy of life. 



Mitchell, Margaret Gone With The Wind  Historical Fiction 
After the Civil War sweeps away the genteel life to which she has been accustomed, Scarlett O'Hara sets about to 
salvage her beloved plantation home. 
Montgomery, L.M.   Anne of Green Gables     Classic 
Anne, an eleven-year-old orphan, is sent by mistake to live with a lonely middle-aged brother and sister on a 
Prince Edward Island farm.  Start of a series. 
Myers, Walter Dean Monster  Realistic Fiction 
While on trial as an accomplice to a murder, sixteen-year-old Steve Harmon records his experiences in prison and 
in the courtroom in the form of a film script as he tries to come to terms with the course his life has taken. 
Myers, Walter Dean The Glory Field  Historical Fiction 
Follows a family's 200 year history, from the capture of an African boy in the 1750s through the lives of his 
descendants, revolving around the small plot of land in South Carolina that they call the Glory Field. 
Myers, Walter Dean Hoops  Sports 
A teenage basketball player from Harlem is befriended by a former professional player who, after being forced to 
quit because of a point shaving scandal, hopes to prevent other young athletes from repeating his mistake. 
 
Na, An A Step From Heaven  Realistic Fiction 
A young Korean girl and her family find it difficult to learn English and adjust to life in America. 
Napoli, Donna Jo Stones In Water  Historical Fiction/Adventure 
Taken by German soldiers along with other Italian boys including his Jewish friend, Roberto is forced to work in 
Germany, escapes into the Ukrainian winter, before desperately trying to make his way back home to Venice. 
Napoli, Donna Jo Zel  Fantasy 
Based on the fairy tale Rapunzel, the story is told in alternating chapters from the point of view of Zel, her mother, 
and the prince, and delves into the psychological motivations of the characters. 
 
Paolini, Christopher Eragon  Fantasy 
In Aagaesia, a fifteen-year-old boy of unknown lineage called Eragon finds a mysterious stone that weaves his life into 
an intricate tapestry of destiny, magic, and power, peopled with dragons, elves, and monsters.  Start of a series. 
Paterson, Katherine Lyddie  Historical Fiction 
Impoverished Vermont farm girl Lyddie Worthen is determined to gain her independence by becoming a factory 
worker in Lowell, Massachusetts, in the 1840s. 
Paulsen, Gary Canyons  Adventure 
Finding a skull on a camping trip in the canyons outside El Paso, Texas, Brennan becomes involved with the fate 
of a young Apache Indian who lived in the late 1800s. 
Paulsen, Gary Nightjohn  Historical Fiction 
Twelve-year-old Sarny's brutal life as a slave becomes even more dangerous when a newly arrived slave offers to 
teach her how to read.  Sequel is Sarny: A Life Remembered. 
Paulsen, Gary The Car  Adventure 
A teenager left on his own travels west in a kit car he built himself, and along the way picks up two Vietnam 
veterans, who take him on an eye-opening journey. 
Paulsen, Gary The Haymeadow  Adventure 
Fourteen-year-old John comes of age and gains self-reliance during the summer he spends up in the Wyoming 
mountains tending his father's herd of sheep. 
Paulsen, Gary The Monument  Realistic Fiction 
Thirteen-year-old Rocky, self-conscious about the braces on her leg, has her life changed by the remarkable artist 
who comes to her small Kansas town to design a war memorial. 
Paulsen, Gary The Transall Saga  Science Fiction/Adventure 
While backpacking in the desert, thirteen-year-old Mark falls into a tube of blue light and is transported into a 
more primitive world, where he must use his knowledge and skills to survive. 
Peters, Julie Anne Define “Normal”  Realistic Fiction 
When she agrees to meet with Jasmine as a peer counselor at their middle school, Antonia never dreams that 
this girl with the black lipstick and pierced eyebrow will help her with her problems at home and become a good 
friend. 
Pfeffer, Susan Beth Life As We Knew It  Science Fiction/Survival 
Through journal entries sixteen-year-old Miranda describes her family's struggle to survive after a meteor hits the moon, 
causing worldwide tsunamis, earthquakes, and volcanic eruptions.  Companion novel is The Dead and the Gone. 
Philbrick, Rodman The Last Book In The Universe  Science Fiction 
After an earthquake has destroyed much of the planet, an epileptic teenager nicknamed Spaz begins the heroic 
fight to bring human intelligence back to the Earth of a distant future. 
Poe, Edgar Allan  Collected Short Stories    Short Stories/Horror 
 A collection of tales of mystery and horror by the nineteenth-century American author, including such stories as 
"The Pit and the Pendulum" and "The Purloined Letter." 



Powell, Randy Tribute To Another Dead Rock Star  Realistic Fiction 
For a tribute to his mother, a dead rock star, fifteen-year-old Grady returns to Seattle, where he faces his mixed 
feelings for his retarded younger half-brother Louie while pondering his own future.  
Pressler, Mirjam Anne Frank: A Hidden Life  Biography 
Describes the background in which Anne Frank's life and diary were set as she hid in an attic in Nazi-occupied 
Holland for two years. 
Pullman, Phillip The Golden Compass (Dark Materials series)  Fantasy 
Lyra Belacqua sets out to prevent her best friend and other kidnapped children from becoming the subject of 
gruesome experiments in the Far North.  Sequels are The Subtle Knife and The Amber Spyglass. 
Pullman, Phillip The Ruby In the Smoke  Mystery/Historical Fiction 
In nineteenth-century London, sixteen-year-old Sally, a recent orphan, becomes involved in a deadly search for a 
mysterious ruby.  The sequel is Shadow In The North.  
 
Rawlings, Marjorie The Yearling  Classic/Animal 
A young boy living in the Florida backwoods is forced to decide the fate of a fawn he has lovingly raised as a pet. 
Remarque, Erich Maria All Quiet on the Western Front  Classic/Adventure

Rinaldi, Ann The Last Silk Dress  Historical Fiction 
During the Civil War, Susan finds a way to help the Confederate Army and uncovers mysterious family secrets. 
Roberts, Willo Davis Twisted Summer  Mystery 
Fourteen-year-old Cici hopes for a romantic summer at the beach but instead finds herself trying to solve a 
murder which had occurred there the previous year. 
Rowling, J.K. Harry Potter (series)  Fantasy/Adventure 
Rescued from the outrageous neglect of his aunt and uncle, a young boy with a great destiny proves his worth 
while attending Hogwarts School of Witchcraft and Wizardry.

Victor Frankenstein has discovered the secret of generating life from lifeless matter, and has created a monster 
being by using this terrible power. 
Shaara, Michael The Killer Angels  Historical Fiction 
A fictional account of four days in July, 1863 at the Battle of Gettysburg discussing tactics, plans, and 
preparations for battle from both the Northern and Southern points of view. 
Shakespeare, William A Midsummer's Night Dream  Classic/Play 
A comedy in which two sets of lovers, lost in the woods, get caught up in a dispute between the fairy king and 
queen, along with a group of local thespians. 
Shusterman, Neal Downsiders  Science Fiction 
When fourteen-year-old Lindsay meets Talon and discovers the Downsiders world which had evolved from the 
subway built in New York in 1867, she and her new friend experience the clash of their two cultures.

Stevenson, Robert Louis Kidnapped  Classic/Adventure 
After being kidnapped by his villainous uncle, sixteen-year-old David Balfour escapes and becomes involved in 
the struggle of the Scottish highlanders against English rule. 
Stevenson, Robert Louis Treasure Island  Classic/Adventure 
While going through the possessions of a deceased guest who owed them money, the mistress of the inn and her 
son find a treasure map that leads them to a pirate's fortune. 
Stoker, Bram   Dracula      Classic/Horror 
Having discovered the double identity of the wealthy Transylvanian nobleman Count Dracula, a small group of 
people vow to rid the world of the evil vampire. 
 
Taylor, Mildred Let The Circle Be Unbroken  Historical Fiction 
Four black children growing up in rural Mississippi during the Depression experience racial hatred and hard times, 
but learn from their parents the pride and self-respect needed to survive. Sequels are Roll of Thunder, Hear My 
Cry and The Road to Memphis. 
Taylor, Theodore Sweet Friday Island  Adventure 
Vacationing on what they think is an uninhabited island, fifteen-year-old Peg and her father find their camping trip 
turned into a fight for survival. 
Tolkien, J.R.R. Lord of the Rings (series)  Fantasy/Adventure 
The classic trilogy which chronicles the great quest undertaken by the hobbit Frodo and the Fellowship of the 
Ring to journey across Middle-earth and cast the One Ring, filled with the power of the Dark Lord Sauron, into the 
Cracks of Doom.  The Hobbit, The Fellowship of the Ring, The Two Towers, and The Return of the King. 
Turner, Megan Whalen The Thief  Newbery/Adventure 
Gen flaunts his ingenuity as a thief and relishes the adventure which takes him to a remote temple of the gods 
where he will attempt to steal a precious stone. 
Twain, Mark   The Adventures of Tom Sawyer   Classic/Adventure 
The tale of a mischievous boy growing up in a nineteenth-century Mississippi River town.  
Twain, Mark A Connecticut Yankee In King Arthur’s Court  Classic/Adventure 
Nineteenth-century mechanic Hank Morgan suffers a blow to the head and wakes up in King Arthur's Court where 
he tries to introduce modern technology and political ideas to the inhabitants. 
Twain, Mark The Prince And The Pauper  Classic 
When young Edward VI of England and a poor boy who resembles him exchange places, each learns something 
about the other's very different station in life.

A French professor and two companions sail above and below the world's oceans as prisoners on the fabulous 
electric submarine of the deranged Captain Nemo. 
Voight, Cynthia A Solitary Blue  Newbery/Realistic Fiction 
Jeff's mother, who deserted the family years before, reenters his life and widens the gap between Jeff and his 
father, a rift that only truth, love, and friendship can heal. 
Voight, Cynthia Homecoming  Realistic Fiction/Adventure 
Abandoned by their mother, four children begin a search for a home and an identity.  Sequels are Dicey’s Song 
(Newbery Award), Sons from Afar, and Seventeen Against the Dealer. 
Voight, Cynthia Izzy, Willy-Nilly  Realistic Fiction

A young survivor of the Nazi concentration camps is horrified when he looks back at what he and his family 
endured.  Dawn and Day are the final two books in this trilogy. 
Winerip, Michael Adam Canfield of the Slash  Realistic Fiction/Humor 
While serving as co-editors of their school newspaper, middle-schoolers Adam and Jennifer uncover fraud and 
corruption in their school and in the city's government. 
Woodson, Jacqueline Miracle's Boys  Realistic Fiction 
Twelve-year-old Lafayette's close relationship with his older brother Charlie changes after Charlie is released from 
a detention home and blames Lafayette for the death of their mother. 
 
Yep, Laurence The Serpent’s Children  Historical Fiction 
In nineteenth-century China, a young girl struggles to protect her family from the threat of bandits, famine, and an 
ideological conflict between her father and brother.
