One of the hidden resources in our library is thiéection of the Long Hill
Township Historical Society. And a hidden gem iis tBociety’s collection is an
article written by David Mitros about Dr. Lena Edwa for the Morris County
Historical Society. In fact, Lena Edwards probaiigrits a book! As a black
woman doctor Lena Edwards faced prejudice, racsarishination, and ostra-
cism, yet she still managed to deliver over 5008ids®a She maintained, however,
that nothing handicapped her so much as being a‘amd doctor.

Lena Edwards was born in 1900 in Washington, Drd.\@as the daughter of a
prominent professor of dentistry at Howard Univigrdin 1921 she entered
Howard University’s Medical School and began a eame obstetrics that took
her to Jersey City, Hereford, Texas, and Meyesvadhd also brought her a con-

siderable amount of fame. During her busy life alse raised six children!

In 1936 she and her husband purchased a farmhougeyersville Road and she commuted from
there to her practice in Jersey City. While livingour township she became a great patron of thie&bf
St. Joseph. In 1954 she gave up her Jersey Cityiggaand moved to a mission in Hereford, Texas.
Once there, she raised money to build a materospital for migrant workers and was the only lichs

obstetrician for fifty miles around.

In 1965 she returned to her farmhouse in Meyerswitily to discover that arsonists had burned tihéo
ground. Undaunted, she lived in Jersey City urgrl lome was rebuilt and she returned to the toyerishi
1968. Eventually she joined the Long Hill TownsBignior Citizens Club.

Despite her advancing years, Dr. Edwards con-
tinued her charitable work, spending 16 hours &
week at the Veteran’s Hospital in Lyons, and
returning every to Jersey City every Tuesday to
work at the Salvation Army Home and Hospital
for Unwed Mothers.

Dr Edwards received many awards in her life-
time, including Woman of the Year (1954) from
the New Jersey Chapter of the American
Women’s Medical Association, the Edward J. Il
Award from the Academy of Medicine of New
Jersey, and the Bronze Medal from the Ameri-
can Cancer Association. Her proudest moment,
however, came when she was presented with th
Medal of Freedom by President Lyndon B.
Johnson on July 4th, 1964.

Members of the Long Hill Township Historical
Society are at the library to help interested
individuals use the collection, every Wednesday
afternoon from 1 to 3 pm.

Go to www.libraryelf.com and
when asked to choose a library, select NJ—Morris
Automated Information Network  (our library con-
sortium.)
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In 2007 the Long Hill Library purchased 5,279 books, 335
audiobooks and 503 DVDs for our library patrons. The Library
subscribes to over 160 magazines and news-
papers. Newspapers and current copies of
magazines can be enjoyed in our cozy Read-
ing Room, and back issues of magazines may
be checked out for 2 weeks.

In 2007 the Library circulated 96,482 items,
which ends up to be almost 11 items per citi-
zen of Long Hill.

The Library has over 20 computers for public use. Last year

almost 25,000 people used our Internet computers, and that

doesn’t even include the many people who brought their own
laptops and hooked into the Library’s wireless connection.

Your library card is the gateway to so many wonderful re-
sources, including: getting full-text reviews from Consumer Re-
ports online, reserving a copy of the latest bestseller, checking
out a movie or an audiobook, or helping a child with a school
report.
